General Characteristics :-

Height: Dalbergia sissoo typically grows to a height of 15-25 meters (50-82 feet), though
exceptionally tall specimens can reach up to 30 meters (98 feet).

Trunk: The trunk is often straight and cylindrical, with a diameter reaching up to 1 meter (3.3
feet).

Leaves: The leaves are compound, alternate, and pinnate with 3-5 leaflets. Each leaflet is ovate
to lanceolate, 5-10 cm long, with serrated edges.

They are believed to
have medicinal properties and are used in Ayurvedic treatments for various ailments.

Seeds:- The seeds of Dalbergia sissoo contain oil, which can be extracted and used. The oil is
used in cosmetics and skin care products.

Roots: The roots have been used in traditional medicine for various purposes.

Flowers: The flowers of Dalbergia sissoo are small and attractive, contributing to the tree's
ornamental value.
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
