General Characteristics :-

Habit:-It is a woody, twining vine that can climb or
trail along surfaces. The leaves are elliptical to
ovate, about 5-10 cm long, with a smooth texture
and pointed tips. The flowers are fragrant and tubular, typically white when they first bloom,
gradually turning pink and finally deep red as they age. This color-changing nature often results

in multicolored clusters of flowers on the same plant at different stages.

Distribution: Native to Southeast Asia, particularly Myanmar (formerly Burma), hence its
common name "Rangoon creeper".

It has been widely cultivated and naturalized in tropical and subtropical regions worldwide due
to its ornamental value.

Plant Part uses

Leaves: In traditional medicine practices, the leaves of Combretum indicum are sometimes
used to treat skin diseases, wounds, and as an antiseptic. They are also believed to have anti-
inflammatory properties and may be used in poultices or topical preparations.

Roots: The roots are sometimes used in traditional herbal medicine for their purported diuretic
and purgative properties.

They are also believed to have potential uses in treating gastrointestinal disorders, although
scientific evidence is limited.

Flowers: The fragrant flowers of Combretum indicum are mainly valued for their ornamental
beauty in gardens and landscaping.
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
