General Characters :-

Medicinal Uses:

They are often applied as
poultices for treating skin ailments, wounds, and ulcers. The extracts from the leaves are
also used for their anti-inflammatory properties.

Bark:- The bark is used for its astringent properties. It can be used to treat skin disorders,
wounds, and cuts. It is also used in traditional remedies for treating dysentery and diarrhea.

Tannin Source: The bark contains tannins, which are useful in tanning leather and as a natural
dye. 3. Roots The aerial roots of the Ficus retusa are used in traditional medicine to treat
various ailments, including dysentery and diarrhea. They are also used to strengthen teeth
and gums.

Aesthetic and Artistic Uses: The aerial roots are often used in bonsai culture, as they can be
trained to form interesting shapes and structures.
